  [DL]: Introduces [DMu] to describe LUAC.

  [DMu]: What county has done, why University Place and Lakewood became cities,

         was due to no accounting for land use.  Each formed land use advisory

         councils to be subordinate to planning commission to come up with

         community plan to decide what it should look like.  Come up with

         guiding document for now and future, density standards, zoning

         classifications, roads, Anderson Island has a plan: written in 1986

         and it doesn't formulate guidance for growth and needs.  E.g., rural

         activity center (gas, store); does it meet community standards for now

         and the future?  Growth management act...etc.  Do we want to have CAB

         be LUAC?  Includes Ketron Island.  June 14th County Council will add Ketron to this.  Good well-written plan for 10-50 years is suggested, otherwise growth/management happens by accident.

  [JS]: Would this require professional expertise, and thus a need to hire

        consultants?

  [DMu]: They do 2 plans/year so AI will have to get in the queue and it can't

      be done until 2006+.  Person from PC Planning and Land Services Dept would come out to provide guidance, professional & legal support.  $70k will be requested from County Council for LUAC, including shoreline requirements, mining, ...etc., which will all have to be  decided.  Application to do anything on island will have to pass through this plan.  Will be a 1-year process.

  [DL]: Asks [JS] if he's seen copy of existing community plan?

  [JS]: No.

  [DMu]: The plan becomes a budgetary document, affecting things like walking

      trails and parks, conservation areas, $3.5million per year.  Pierce County to do this.

  [JS]: We can get our 1st traffic light.

  (laughter)

  [RA]:  Does the AICAB do this with this County Council or else who does it?

  [DMu]: Or they'll ask for applications to create a new council to become the LUAC.

  [RA]: What about others on the island who might be interested?

  [DMu]: Approaching CAB members to form LUAC because it's easy since the CAB already exists.

  [RA]: Potential conflict of interest?  CAB might often be arch enemy.

  [DMu]: I can override them if that seems appropriate.  In Pierce Co.

        there are 50-60 advisory groups making decisions and more than 50% of their

        decisions become law.  People who could override, and have, is state

        board: growth management act, for instance.

  [DMc]: LUAC is a one-time shot to write the plan?

  [DMu]: Is a two-year commission usually.  Could be wrong...

  [DMc]: Are you proposing to submit this to County Council on 6/14/2005?

  [DMu]: Will ask county executives to budget a community plan for AI for

        2006. It will be updated regardless of whether CAB does it or someone else

        does.  What I proposed is using CAB members as diverse representation for

        the island.

  [PS]: Correct time to address this is now, move to nominate CAB as LUAC.

  [JS]: CAB is currently only committed to 4 meetings/year.

  [CH]: May be monthly meeting but will have to keep up on reading in between.

  [DMc]: Before moved to island, participated in Tacoma; all proceedings were

        in Tacoma, not on Island.  Staff is going to take lead role and CAB

        would review it and have hearings on island; not sure it would be that

        time-consuming, and CAB should know about this plan anyway.

  [DMu]: Staff-driven, force-residents-to-love-it doesn't work, and is not

       accepted without community input.  Was like that until 1990s county-

       wide.  There won't be much work but you will be learning information

       that you want to, and probably would learn anyway.

  [PS]: Speaks against motion he just made due to Ketron’s involvement.

  [DMu]: Two Ketron members will be involved; may have to attend meetings by

       phone.  Staff budget will require County attendees to stay overnight

       on the Island if meetings go past last ferry departure.

  [TS]: Randy has to recuse himself due to his B & B. (Relating strictly to any vote to approve funds for AICAB guests, speakers or Ketron LUAC members to stay at a guest house on the Island or selection thereof).

  [DMc]: Non-CAB members should be able to join in discussions.

  [DMu]: Up to CAB to get input, hold hearings, ...etc.  You draft a plan

       you hope will go through planning commission, full County Council.

  [TS]: Start in 2006 based on budget?

  [DMu]: Mid-to-late 2006.

  [DS]: In order to make this our plan, we'll have to do a lot of research,

       get community involved.  Cautioning this will be a job that

       AICAB is agreeing to take on.

AI is only 1/4 of 1% of county, but AI gets a

       lot of play in the Council; would be good if someone from island came

       to that meeting.  It's televised on channel 22 public access.

  [RA]: No, we don't get that here.

  [DL]: They [County Council] are nice; addressed them at prior meeting and

       was well received.

House bill 1458 Discussion:

  [DL]: [DMu] had mailed this out, how to address this?  (See printout.)

      Passed house on Mar 14th.

  [PS]: Background: Hood Canal has serious environmental problems, legislature

      decided to regulate septic system nutrient input so state mandated that

      the health department do certain things to clean it up, but had to

      include all of Puget Sound.  Department of environmental quality

      specifies that.   Check everyone's septic system within a certain

      distance from shore.  Passed bill allows & requires Department of Health

      to enter in contracts with local health departments to increase their

      investigation and remedy out-of-standard systems.  Some money has been

      allocated to those having a difficult time following the law due to

      money problems. Difficult to know what will happen.  Pierce County

      discussion: County will likely impose a fee on septic systems in

      this.  Amsterdam and Oro Bay are out of compliance, possible additional

      fee for oversight of those regions' septic systems.  Just imposed a fee

      for Class-B well systems to generate health dept income for oversight.

      Current will start in 2007 but we'll have until 2010 to comply.  Mason

      County [Hood Canal's County] most heavily impacted.  Our area likely

      impacted minimally, but a possible substantial expense for people who

      live along the shore.  Measuring nitrate input into water from septic

      systems; algae thrive on nitrates.

   [RA]: Has this passed in the State House? Senate?

   [PS]: Yes, both.

   [TS]: So CAB goal is to communicate this to our community?

   [DL]: Yes, as I see it

   [TS]: At 8PM give report to community?

   [DMu]: Call Tami Green, Mike Carroll, Gigi Talcott if you have any

       input on this.

     - Methamphetamine bills: Pierce County, if treated as a separate state,

     would have 9th most meth labs in the country, highest per capita of any

     county in the country, probably.

     - Dupont: ready to go over 5000 person mark; that will mean an increase

     from five member to seven members and change to county sewer.

     - Lakewood: boating problems on American Lake, sewer problems, $9 million           cost  to update.  Seaplane issues on American Lk.  Fort Steilacoom Park: $2,100,000

     upgrade of play fields, plus adding privately-funded (90% from private

     sources) children's playground which will be very nice.  31-acre dog

     park in Southeast, off-leash.

     - Steilacoom: school bond coming up.  Progress House, Department of

     Corrections is trying to put work-release facility there, across from

     high school.  350 of current inmates at the hospital have walk-around

     privileges and are not compatible with hardened inmates.

     I [DMu] am on the health board: big issues: fluoride: instead of adding

     it to water system, fund a program to identify kids in schools who need

     it and give them sealants.

     I [DMu] chairman of Performance audit committee: audited County Planning      and Land Services Dept, found $500K savings in legal system.

     - County-wide: June 2003 subject of elected sheriff was tabled. Am

     trying to bring this back to the table for crime/safety issues; an

     elected sheriff will be better respected and more effective.  Takes five

     of seven votes of the County Council, then people decide.

     County Council meeting 5:30 PM June 14th in the Steilacoom

     Town Hall.

Summary of issue presented at Jan meeting concerning watercraft on Lake

Florence

  [DL]: Thanks [PZ] for work involving community on this, workshops.

    Thanks attendees of these workshops; CAB has all the letters that were

    sent.  Copies went to each CAB member as well as to Dick Muri.

    [Points out to all attending that there are handouts available on the

    counter]  8.88.480 lake classification.  Class C lake is 25-100 acres.

      8.88.490: Class D is less than 25 acres (** Info is in handout.)

  [PZ]: result of meetings saw good cross-section of opinions, idea was to

    solve, not to complain.  Eight to 15 people attended each of the four

    meetings.  Flyers were posted, no money was allocated.  Sorry that it

    was not  better advertised.  All of CAB members have reviewed all input.

    Synopsis: we have solutions, but no one perfect one.  Friends of Lake

    Florence in 2000 had tried to solve this but hit a brick wall and

    nothing happened.

    Our choices: we could:

       (1) do nothing.

       (2) eliminate all gas-powered watercraft.

       (3) limit restrictions to summer which is when most problems occur.

     - Had taken this to Riviera to get their participation to add credence

       and to expedite solutions.

     - [Reads letters that were just received at tonight’s AICAB meeting.  Since these are not in the documentation distributed to all CAB members, they will be read aloud.] [Recording Secretary's note: the following are summaries of each letter.  See paper copies of letters or review the audiotape for verbatim versions]:

       [Kevin Johnson letter] - county must work together w/community to

            enforce laws.  Improve safety, don't close lake to motors.

       [Joe Austin's letter] - opposed to closing, underage & other

            infractions: enforce existing regulations.

       [Michelle Hamilton's letter] - opposed to eliminating motorboats

       [Jeff D. Estep's letter] - paid premium for property.  Removing

            motorboats from lake will depreciate value of property.

       [John D. Ferris & family] - support for continued use of motorboats,

            responsibility to environment, neighbors, values.

            Environment: no shoreline problems on own property.  Haven't

            seen waste dumped, litter of environmentally-sensitive nature.

            Safety: has had personal overall positive experience.  What

            needs attention: provide a way to familiarize those not knowing

            the rules/regulations.  Only two incidences in 10 years.

            Neighbors: are courteous, respectful, feel safe because of this.

            Property values: would not have built if not a motorboat lake,

            feels it [removing power boats] probably would decrease property

            value.  Fear this whole issue will destroy friendly atmosphere

            of the lake.

       [Kelly Hatcher letter, 11212 Guthrie Rd] - support boating as is,

            strongly object to boating ban, want to tube & water ski.

       [Jeff and Tanja Warren of Buckley, 11809 Lake Florence Dr] - opposed

            to restrictions, not any different from 18 years ago.  Problems

            could be eliminated if no-PWC-by-minors law was enforced.

       [Jim & Peggy Follet letter] - since 1979, objects to shutting down

            power boating, 7/4, labor day, occasional other days are only

            crowded days.  Riviera plan was to have two lakes, one for power

            boating, one against.  Mike McKenny agrees.  Non-year-around

            people should be consulted.

       [Pat & Kim Mercurio letter] - support water sports, is one of main

            reasons to live there.  PWC, boating, swimming,....etc on same

            day.  Mother-in-law's paddle boat has only had a few days a

            year where she won't go out due to powerboats.  Realizes safety

            is primary concern.  Needs informed and respectful users.  When

            we wreck cars, ferry, do we ban them?  Banning boats is not the

            right thing to do and would drop property values.

            Suggestions:

            (1) utilize current patrol on memorial, 4th of July, Labor day

                weekends.

            (2) pass out boating rules and regulations: on boat, send out

                survey, use communications boxes, set up at store.

            (3) have Coast Guard come do spot inspections of boats on busy

                weekends.

  [PZ]: Happy to say that all involved in this process have been very civilized.

  ["Flower Fairy" interruption with knock on door]

  [DL]: Flowers are for Dick Muri & his wife.

  [DMc]: Watercraft regulations: define the problem:

      1. safety

      2. environmental pollution (noise, smell, milfoil, beach erosion)

      3. Lake Josephine is a class-C lake and, unlike other such lakes that

      prohibit motor crafting, the same boating regulations cover both Lake

      Josephine and Lake Florence.  Regulatory jurisdiction is Pierce County,

      not Riviera.  AICAB and others involved have to consider that Lake

      Josephine rules be presented to prevent motorized traffic on it.

     - Current regs: generic rules: illegal to operate negligently or

      recklessly, not greater than five miles per hour (5MPH) between sunset

      and sunrise, not greater than  35 MPH at other times.

      Not greater than five MPH within 100 feet of shore, not within 100' of

      private bathing or swimming area.  Operate so closest shore is to your

      right (starboard).  Water ski regulations (must have an observer on the

      boat with a flag, no other boat within 300 feet of skier, must not ski

      within 200 feet of shore, must be 16 years of age to run boat or have

      a parent or adult guardian on board.  PWC not within 200 feet of shore

      or 100 feet of swimming area.  Points out map in handout that means

      there is really limited skiing and PWC use on Lake Florence.

     - Issue: is it rules and regulations?  Or, is it enforcement of them?

      Rules & regs in Pierce are basically the same for all lakes (except

      Spanaway which has its own).

      General pattern is to deal with regulations that apply to all Pierce

      County lakes.  Options as [PZ] pointed out are:

      (1) Do nothing.

      (2) Seek prohibition on both lakes.

      (3) Adopt specific Lake Florence regulations; is not within County

          pattern, however.

      (4) CAB would facilitate a meeting of interested parties and a

          mechanism for enforcing rules & regulations.

  [PS]: Trying to put regulations as documented in health dept 88 series.

      Many people have said it's not a problem with operating watercraft 

      in the lake but with operating them wrong.  Found that in most of the

      lake, all personal watercraft (PWC) and most of other watercraft are

      not allowed.  Swimming hole and park overlap at the center of the lake.

      Regulations applying to docks make it hard to fit skiers in there.

      East end is good due to so few docks.   Within 300 feet of a dock you

      can't water ski, so you can't turn around at end of lake.  Doesn't

      matter if dock has proper permit or not.  Swimmers are confined to

      within 100 feet of shore.  Skiers are not allowed within 100 feet of

      shore.  PWC’s are not allowed within 200 feet of shore over five MPH.

      So, if we enforce County regulations, it will be hard.  This is County

      water and it reads differently from how we've been behaving.

  [PZ]: Will call up people in attendance who wish to speak:

  [RA]: Calls for others who are not on list to speak?

  [DL]: Reminds speakers to focus on solutions, since CAB members already aware of the concerns.

  Dixie Bolinger: Live on widest part of lake, have seen some crazy acts.

      Concerned for safety, lack of law enforcement is a problem.  When

      law enforcement was here and they gave out $900 in tickets (fines),

      they ended up waiving all of them.  Am concerned about deafening

      noise morning to night, and the fumes, and oil on the water.  Been

      here 37 years, full time last 9, never seen so much pollution.  Thinks

      biggest problem is jet skis.

  Kirsten Whistler: 11721 Lk FLorence Dr, weekend person, here 50 years.

      Back when 14 years old, had fun on a motorcycle back then it was a

      different island.  Would not do that now given the presence of car

      traffic that exists now.  Suggestion: if there's no way to legally

      operate PWC or skiers on the lake, it is an insurance risk.

      Recommend both lakes as class D, or perhaps open Lake Josephine as

      a boating lake to spread out the use.  Would be in support of

      limiting hours to 11-3.  Am selling buoys and haven't sold one yet

      in four years.

  Pat Mercurio: Told it was legal to water ski from your own dock.  Is

      that true?

  [PS]: 888-210 sub F: within 300 feet of any dock.

  Pat Mercurio: Can Island Patrol handle enforcement options?

  [Dave Galentine, Island Crime Task Force]: will address this later in this meeting.

  Jan Johanesen: see if County could appoint an islander to enforce rules.

      Jerry Lawrence said only marine patrol could do this.  Dick Muri?

  [DMu]: Law enforcement officer could use photos, films, ...etc, I believe.

  [JJ]: J. Lawrence said they could not act on photos, films.  You have

      to be an active law enforcement officer, so marine patrol must

      be in place when these things happen.  Dick Muri could you help to

      get this looked at?

  Dave Galentine RCC board member and AICTF President:

   (1) Riviera: consider increased management of Interlaaken boat ramp,

      manning more than just busy weekends.  It is a budget issue.

      Riviera guests also have to have watercraft registered.  County

      regulations require registration number on vessel in 3-inch letters

      on all boats.  Need to ensure it is only Riviera and guests using

      the ramp; believe that will really help.  PWC can be launched from

      any private property.  If there is a problem, we know who was on

      the lake at the time for witnesses, ...etc.  Riviera Board is

      discussing; no decision yet.  Last Saturday of the month business

      meeting.  Call Sherry or other board member to give your opinion on

      what to do.

   (2) Crime Task Force (CTF): CAB could facilitate work between CTF and

      other groups, and CTF will be as involved as they can.  Don't have

      the plans, equipment, ...etc. to mount waterborne patrol on Lake

      Florence.  CTF has 30 members, of which half are active patrol

      volunteers.  Patrols are on weekends.  Burglaries have been cut in

      half in the last 14-month period, down from one per 14 weeks.

      County budgeted operating funds for vehicles, but some money was

      earmarked for camera equipment.  CTF strongly supports Riviera

      adding a fence to Lake Florence finger park that is currently being

      used to illegally launch PWC.  CTF also supports that Riviera educate,

      and that they manage the boat ramp.  Next CTF business meeting is

      Thursday in the Martha Smith room.

  Sherry Donough: (of the Riviera) March 9th: RCC board met to assess risk.  Will

      eliminate 200' of parking, fencing needs to be devised so

      maintenance can get into finger park.  Fencing will say,

      "No launching of motorized personal watercraft permitted from any

      RCC finger park" which means people will probably trespass on

      private property to launch.  This fencing is not in the budget.

      $2000 is allotted for enforcement to keep non-members from using

      Riviera boat ramp, which should last to July.  Office has to be

      open Saturdays so people can go there to get stickers.  Different

      color for sticker every year.  Riviera is insured properly.  Will

      resurface parking lot, goals lined up to make it safer there in

      general.  Riviera's only control is at Interlaaken park and at

      the finger park.

  Keith Vollrath: purchased land on Lake Josephine for a particular

      reason: no motor boating; people who bought on Lake Florence knew it was

      a motor boating lake. Need special ruling for Lake Josephine to keep it

      as a non-powerboat lake.

  [DL]: Will someone please summarize?

  [TS]: (1) Safety concerns:

          - Swimmers across lake, shouldn't be.

          - Watercraft not operated safely.

      (2) There are also pollution, erosion, noise issues.

      (3) Lack of enforcement problems:

          - Many do observe the rules, but the few rascals not observing

          - A lot of people want a safer lake than what exists now.

     They can't enforce but will have same ability to record infractions,

     photograph, get donations, ...etc.  Intimidation may be an effective tool.

  [DMc]: agrees with Sherry: no County help forthcoming, need to help

     facilitate meeting with residents, ...etc. to get some funds (maybe from

     Dick Muri [DMu]) to finance this.

  Virginia Gonnason: if we enforce the regulations, no water skiing will be

     allowed, and that is not what I want.

  Pat Mercurio: regarding what Sherry said, flip side is most lake owners don't

     live here.  Users of lake don't see problem.  People who don't use the

     lake are people who have the problem.  Needs to be neutral appointed

     group like CTF.  Would rather see it go to CTF type group.

  [DL]: Heard Dave say there are limited resources.

  Pat Mercurio: financially, very doable.  Thinks most lakefront owners will

      contribute.

  [DL]: asks Dale Porterfield to comment since he participated in the workshop on Thursday.

  Dale Porterfield: lake users don't see it as as big a problem, but see a

      problem and would be willing to contribute.  When sheriff was there it

      made a big difference.

  [DMu]: It takes money to get enforcement out here.  Sheriff currently works

      for County Exec.  Money is already spent for marine patrol.  Have an

      opportunity to direct other funds for this.

  [Dale Porterfield]: use private funds to get public official out here.

  Dave Galentine: if we donate money, give to Riviera for enforcement.  You

      can't get liability insurance for CTF work and County can not provide

      umbrella insurance for this.  Good Samaritan laws may or may not provide

      protection.  CTF's biggest challenge is: 1. Getting volunteers to donate time,

      2. Reporting, 3. Getting reporters to report details.

  Dale Porterfield: Willing to donate, feels others will too.

  Keith Vollrath: Volunteers turned away 23 boats from Interlaaken boat ramp

      on Memorial day.  Can do this with volunteers.

  [PS]: Current motion is to appoint a group.

  [TS]: Have collection of proposals, no coherent plan.

  [DL]: Calls for vote

  [TS]: Restates motion: take proposals and put in hands of a committee to

      come up with a coherent proposal to act on.

 Vote:

      2 aye, 6 no

  [PS]: Moves to request County Council to restrict PWC use to West end of lake.

 Motion recorded.

  [PS]: Is an island problem, no sheriff’s dept. help foreseeable, there is a

      solution on the island, problem is we lack the will to move ahead.

      Recommend enforcement of rules unless all those interested get

      involved and solve this.  CAB has only power to recommend to council.

      Once problem is in hand, recommendation goes away.

  Pat Mercurio: What about people on West end of lake?  Am a PWC owner, and

      have no problem saying no PWCs.  Would sacrifice that to be able to

      keep boating.

  [PZ]: We are putting the cart before the horse.  If we cannot come up with

      money or people, it doesn't matter what we do.  Should ask County for

      money for yearly expenses.  Will get donations to fill in whatever is

      needed beyond what the County provides.  Need commitment from County:

      some amount of money for this year, some amount for next year.

      the sufficient amount.

  [TS]: Find a way to challenge islanders to handle this.

  Kirsten Whistler: Please take pity on lake residents: noise of jet skis

      is the main problem.   Boats are OK, PWCs not.

  [DL]: Asks for other discussions.

  [PZ]: Amends motion: money for badges, buoys, other equipment.  Feels

      County is responsible.  We need County help.

  [PZ]: want to go to County to obtain funds for this and next year to

      monitor the lake.

  [PS]: $5000?

  [PZ]: 660 hours at $10/hour is about $7000 minus real law enforcement

      fill-ins.  $7000 is for this year (2005).
