The first item on the agenda dealt with the establishment of a bank account for AICAB.  It was agreed that David McGoldrick would advance a loan of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) to be reimbursed by County’s funds.  The Loan Agreement form is attached hereto and marked as Exhibit “A” and by this reference is incorporated herein.


2.
The Board reviewed the emails from Tom Stephenson and Tom Huffar.


3.
Photographs of the buoys on Lake Florence were displayed by Jim Singer along with a picture of the signage of applicable regulations as posted by the Riviera at the boat launch.


4.
Dave Galentine announced that the County has agreed to give the Crime Task Force the sum of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00) which will be used to purchased buoys, at Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) each, to be put out 200 feet from the swimming hole and 200 feet out in front of the Riviera Park to comply with the boating restrictions on the lake.


5.
Mr. Galentine also announced that the Riviera Board has approved the following:

a. Install barriers to prevent jet skies from launching at the


“finger parks”;

b. Hire a contractor to monitor the boat launch on weekends.  This


contractor will work 3 – 8 hour shifts.  The monitor would also


take names of the launch users and boat registration numbers.

Mr. Galentine also indicated the Crime Task Force was getting camera equipment.

The Board then discussed the issues surrounding the Motions passed at the last meeting to request Seven Thousand Dollars ($7,000.00) for services and/or equipment with regard to enforcing the boating regulations on Lake Florence.  David McGoldrick moved, and Liz Galentine seconded, the following Motion:

1. Request be made to the Sheriff to provide law enforcement on Lake Josephine for Labor Day, Fourth of July and Memorial Day weekends;

2. If another group on Anderson Island would assume the responsibility of preparing and distributing brochures to include a map of the lake showing buoy locations and applicable boating regulations, the Board would request the County to reimburse that group up to Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).

Chuck Hinds, a Park Board member, indicated that he would take this task on behalf of the Park Board.  This Motion passed.

A subsequent Motion was made and passed to raise the amount to be requested of the County up to One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).  This Motion passed.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned.
