At the October 13, 2006 meeting the Anderson Island Citizens’ Advisory Board reviewed the proposed 9% surcharge on ferry fares intended to offset the projected budget deficit for the years 2006 and 2007, which is the result of an unexpected increase in fuel costs.  Public commentary and input was solicited from the Island residents, and we wish to thank Toby Rickman, Deputy Director of Public Works for attending this Friday evening meeting and providing us with updated details pertaining to ferry ridership and revenues.  We are most appreciative of Mr. Rickman’s help in addressing questions and concerns from Board members and Island residents regarding the need for the surcharge and the potential impact of the increased fares on ridership.

As a result of this discussion the members of the AICAB wish to register a statement of opposition to this proposed 9% surcharge, with a request for reconsideration by the County.

A summary of the discussion culminating in the Board decision and action opposing the surcharge is set forth in the enclosed documents: Analysis of Proposed Ferry Fare Surcharge by AICAB Ferry Committee, letter to Toby Rickman regarding ridership, and excerpt from October 13 AICAB meeting minutes.
