AICAB Ferry Committee Report

 February 13, 2007 Quarterly Meeting with Pierce County Public Works Department

Revised Ferry Prices

The new ferry prices that reflect the final surcharge will go into effect on April 1, 2007.  Tickets purchased after that date will reflect the new prices.  Tickets bought before April 1 can be used until the printed expiration date or until May 15, whichever comes first.

Bar-Coded Tickets

A new ticketing system will take effect on April 1, to correspond with the revised price structure.  Installation of the kiosk at the Island Store has been delayed, but is expected within a couple of months.  Bar-coded tickets will be available online (Pierce County website) and at the Steilacoom dock on April 1st.  Debit or Credit cards will be the only form of payment accepted at the kiosk and online.  Cash will also be accepted at the Steilacoom dock. 

Checks will no longer be accepted at any location and Credit / Debit cards must match the picture I.D.   The county has requested that Island residents inform all vendors they use of this change in policy since most vendors use these forms of payment.  

To streamline the transformation from current tickets to the bar-coded system, ferry operators will announce the number of remaining fares on each ticket as it is scanned at the dock.  Ticket taking will most likely occur further up the loading ramp (at the rail tracks) to allow room for persons without the proper tickets to pull out of line.  Vehicles should not crowd the tracks or park on the tracks.  Initially a County employee may walk up the loading lanes to clarify the procedure.

Only one single usage per ferry trip will be allowed for each barcode, i.e., a commuter ticket can only be used once per trip but the same commuter barcode can be used on subsequent trips.

Tall Vehicles

The county has requested that Island residents alert their vendors and contractors who bring large vehicles to the Island that the new ferry (Steilacoom II) is wider and has a taller bay and should be used if schedules permit.

Ferry Operations

The current plan is to operate both ferries on a two-week alternating schedule whenever possible.  Maintenance of the Christine Anderson, which was interrupted last year, will be continued soon.  It is expected that most of the maintenance will be performed while docked in Steilacoom in order to save third-party costs.

Ferry Fares 2008-2009

The Public Works Dept. has agreed to work closely with the AICAB Ferry Committee in determining the fare structure for the years 2008-2009.
