Welcome

Meeting was called to order @ 7:00pm by Chair Erik Hodge
AICAB Board members present:

Agenda 

Erik moved to amend the agenda with an additional item under Old Business to discuss thanking retiring Pierce County Bridge Engineering Supervisor Don Peterson for his years of service.  Randy seconded. All were in favor of accepting the Agenda as amended.
March Meeting Minutes

Ed moved to approve the March minutes, Erik seconded, all were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report - Anthony Tognazzini
AICAB Ferry Committee Report - Ed Stephenson

· Current rates that went into effect in January have nothing to do with Steilacoom II lease

· Ketron riders have loading priority on 5:10 ferry since it is the last ferry that can get them to the island (exception: 8:40PM ferry on Fri,Sat,Sun).
· 2 complaints

· ticketing subcontractor will be making changes in the near future 
· Apparently many non-seniors are buying senior tickets on-line and using them as if they were seniors.  Solution may be to ask for ID when collecting tickets.

· Plans are to tie in tracking of on-time and other ferry performance with GPS system in the future

· performance charts will be posted on the ferry

· question of the month will also be posted

· Ketron Islanders created their own ferry committee and their proposed changes to the current schedule are coming soon

· Asks that people take their questions to the AICAB Ferry Committee instead of directly to Pierce County ferry administrators; it cost the ferry system $380,000 last year in admin fees, and they charge to Operations & Management (O&M) for their time to answer questions.  Higher O&M is paid for by all of us in higher ferry fares.
· Employees of Hornblower, the current ferry contractor, are not consistently wearing name badges
OLD BUSINESS

Use of Steilacoom II Lease Savings
Dave moved that the following recommendation be made to the county:
The Anderson Island Citizens Advisory Board requests that the AICAB Ferry Committee initially negotiate with Pierce County an amount deemed to be the savings realized by the lease of the Steilacoom II ferry to the State of Washington, and that savings amount would be placed in a separate fund for later disbursement after consultation with AICAB.

Ed seconded the motion.  Ed said that he just received some numbers from the County and it appears roughly $10,000 per month would be the amount in question.  After much discussion, all were in favor.
Burn Ban on Land Clearing

This discussion was postponed until the May AICAB meeting since Jim Nolan, Puget Sound Clean Air Agency Director of Compliance, was unable to make this meeting due to a death in the family.  Councilmember Dick Muri and AI Fire Chief Jim Bixler will attend the May meeting.

Property Taxes
Erik explained that he spoke at length with the County Assessor/Treasurer’s office and that they provided him with a break-down of our property taxes and other related information.  Erik pointed out that the agenda, passed out to all in attendance, had the County’s Internet hyperlink to where that information could be found for taxes going back to 2004.  Erik asked that people send him specific questions regarding our taxes and he would pass those on to the Assessor/Treasurer’s office and then decide with them if it would make sense to having someone from their office come to an AICAB meeting to answer the questions in person.
Don Peterson Recognition

Dave moved to present Don Peterson with recognition certificate as a thank you for his years of service to AI.  

Erik seconded, all were in favor.  Dave will create the plaque and work with the County to decide when and where to present it to Don.
NEW BUSINESS

School Children Safety Concerns at Ferry Loading Area and Ferry Parking Lot Drainage, Ice Problems

Erik moved that we ask the Pierce County Public Works Department to look into these concerns, Sunny seconded.
Erik moved to amend the motion to make only a general recommendation that Public Works look into these matters but that AICAB include in our letter to Public Works the possible solutions proposed by others during the discussion: adding a crosswalk, adding 2nd driveway to the parking lot, looking at pictures of traffic congestion with pedestrians caught in the middle, relocation of school bus pick up and drop off.

Dave Seconded the amendment.
All were in favor of the motion as amended.
Citizen proposal to the county to have a security officer on the ferry during peak periods
Erik moved to tell the county that we do not support the addition of a ferry security officer at this time.  Sunny seconded
It was agreed that we ask the County to remind the ferry crew that there should be a crew member available to passengers.

All were in favor.

Citizen proposal to the county to retain the life rafts on the Steilacoom II when it is returned from the State 

Discussion was tabled until further information could be obtained, including the costs of maintaining the life rafts and whether there would be any other costs associated with retaining them.

Parking Problems at Cammon Park That Includes the AI School

Erik moved to support what the AI Park Board suggests as it pertains to the property adjacent to the ballpark, including writing a letter to the County to that effect.  Dianne seconded.
Issue was tabled until park board comes back next month with a specific proposal.
By-Laws revision:

Erik moved that the AICAB By-Laws be amended to include a “Standing Committees” section that describes the current AICAB standing committees as follows:

“The AICAB Ferry Committee and the Anderson Island Tidelands Committee each serve in an advisory capacity to the AICAB and were each established by the AICAB Chair, in accordance with AICAB Bylaws.”

Ed seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  Erik noted that we have 30 days before these changes can go into effect and thus we will have to vote on these By-Laws changes at a future AICAB meeting.

Adjournment:

Erik moved to adjourn.  Ed seconded, all were in favor.
