Welcome new AICAB Member:

Welcome Dave Buchert.   He was nominated by the Anderson Island Fire Department and is filling the remainder of the term vacated by Marshell.

Treasurer’s Report
Erik read the treasurers report in Anthony’s absence

Pierce County Council District 6 Report:

Councilmember Dick Muri gave District 6 update and introduced Bob Edington from the Dist 6 Landmark Commission.

Thank You to Retired AICAB Ferry Committee Chair Ed Stephenson:
Thank you to Ed Stephenson for his service on the ferry committee!  He has spent several years on the committee and countless hours helping with ferry issues, including responding personally and in-depth to each email sent by islanders to the AICAB Ferry Committee.
Introduction of New AICAB Ferry Committee Members:

AICAB Ferry Committee Report:

Jim McLean gave the ferry report.  There will be a 7:30pm Ferry Committee meeting August 6 @ the McGoldrick’s house.

Anderson Island Tidelands Committee Report:

Jerry Johannes gave the Anderson Island Tidelands Committee report.  He provided color maps of Shoreline Environments for Anderson Island.  He gave an update on geoduck progress in the South Sound.  Non-industry scientific studies will be done in the region on aqua culture.  Are currently working on putting together a beach-watcher program.

OLD BUSINESS
By-Laws Amendment to Include Standing Committees, New Section XII:

A motion to accept the specific change was passed at the April AICAB meeting.  The required 30 days of review have elapsed.  From April’s minutes:

Erik moved that the AICAB By-Laws be amended to include a “Standing Committees” section that describes the current AICAB standing committees as follows:

“The AICAB Ferry Committee and the Anderson Island Tidelands Committee each serve in an advisory capacity to the AICAB and were each established by the AICAB Chair, in accordance with AICAB Bylaws.”

Erik moved to put the new verbiage into the bylaws.  Sunny seconded.

Motion carried - 6 aye, 1 no.

David moved that the chairman should  assign an AICAB member to investigate how and to what extent standing committees and AICAB members are covered under the Pierce County Insurance program.

Randy seconded.  

Motion carried: 7 aye, 0 no.  

NEW BUSINESS
Communications From AICAB and its Committees:

Discussion of what is “official” communications, and what is not.  Several Pierce County officials have stated that they will only treat communications from the island as “official” if they come from the AICAB Chair or the Chair of one of its standing committees.  Article XI of the AICAB By-Laws were read.  After much discussion, Erik said he would form a committee to review and investigate these issues and bring their results to AICAB.

David moved to go on to the next item and Erik seconded
Motion carried: 7 aye, 0 no.  

AICAB Membership - Several AICAB members’ terms are expiring in October.  The associated nominating organizations need to each nominate a candidate by August to ensure they are in place by the October AICAB meeting.  These organizations are: Tanner Electric Coop., A.I. Quality of Life Committee, and A.I. Crime Task Force.  Ref: Ordinance 2004-25, PCC 2.61

AICAB board accepts Jim’s resignation from the secretary position so that Jim can focus on being an active new member of the AICAB Ferry Committee.
Erik moved that we open up nominations for Secretary. Randy seconded.
Motion carried – 7 aye, 0 no.  

Randy nominated Sunny, Ed seconded.  No other nominations were made.  Vote to elect Sunny as Secretary for the remainder of the year: 7 aye, 0 no.  

Recording secretary: we need to take turns minutes.

ISSUES FROM THE FLOOR

Peter Seto suggested it would be appropriate for the AICAB to review the June letter that David McGoldrick sent on behalf of the Ferry Committee, that went to the Pierce County Ferry Administrator and other Public Works officials, to decide if the letter was officially from AICAB or not.

It was suggested that ferry Loading definitions be posted on the vessels.  For example: what is “lane jumping”.
Ed moved to adjourn, David seconded.

Motion carried: 7 aye, 0 no.
