OLD BUSINESS
Original AICAB By-Laws Committee Dissolved, Current Needs   
Erik dissolved the existing By-Laws Committee which was formed four years ago and has been inactive for more than three years.  Erik said he is working on forming a new one with current AICAB members.
NEW BUSINESS

ISSUES FROM THE FLOOR

Speak-up Forms and Other Citizen Requests Received:

The AICAB received a speak-up request from Natalie Bates (Natalie not present, read by Erik) to consider asking Pierce County to change the membership-nominating organizations.  The request specified the removal of the Quality of Life organization, and the addition of Young Life or the Small Business Network.
Erik read speak-up submittal from Debbie Lowe in rebuttal to Natalie’s speak-up submittal.  This letter stated that the list of nominating committees which are part of AICAB is written in Pierce County Code, and that Councilmember Dick Muri and his assistant both contacted Debbie, and cc’d AICAB Chair Erik Hodge, stating they do not see a reason to remove the QOL from AICAB nominating organizations at this time.
Erik stated AICAB would take no action on the suggestion as the County determines which organizations nominate people for AICAB, and the QOL Committee has not changed its by-laws, meeting structures, or other attributes since 2004 when the County deemed it an appropriate nominating organization.
Peter Seto spoke, regarding dock discussed during New Business, about another dock that is 190’ in length which was approved.  Also mentioned that it’s unlawful for county to respond to letter after record was closed (last month).  

Peter also stated that Tideland Committee doesn’t have an AICAB member and suggested it should have one.  Erik stated he is considering this and may ask current AICAB members if they are interested in joining Tideland Committee. 

Ed moved to adjourn, Erik seconded.
