Dear Mayor Lucas and Mr. Loveless,

As you may know, the Anderson Island Citizens’ Advisory Board (AICAB) was formed by the County to create a clear means of communicating between islanders and others in the County.  At our last meeting, we discussed the broken Steilacoom public dock along the Northeast side of the ferry landing.  The Fire Department is concerned about the current safety hazard of moving a person on a stretcher from their fire boat to the mainland without that dock and ramp in good order.  Others would like to be able to once again use the dock for other purposes, many of which include islanders coming in their boats to Steilacoom to visit the town’s businesses.  The AICAB voted unanimously on March 14th to ask that you please assign a high priority to fixing the dock, especially given the safety concerns.
We also ask if the dock on the Southern side of the ferry landing, the one currently used by Ketron residents, could be made available to islanders while the other dock is under repair.  Could that be arranged?
