Re: Pierce County Ferry System Three Wheel Motorcycle Fare

Dear Mr. Muri:

The issue of ferry fares for three wheel vehicles was an agenda item at the March 14, 2008, Anderson Island Citizens Advisory Board.  The following motion was made by the AICAB Ferry Committee and unanimously approved by the board.

The Anderson Island Citizens Advisory Board requests that the County treat an electric three-wheeled vehicle, licensed as a motorcycle and under 10 feet in length, be charged at the motorcycle rate for passage on the County ferry.

The AICAB considers this to be an administrative change not requiring a revision of the county budget; however, a revision to the “Ferry Sailing Schedule and Fares” would be required at the next printing.  To clarify this change, note (8) of the printed schedule should be changed as follows:

(8) A 3 wheel vehicle is any motorcycle with a trailer or sidecar or any vehicle licensed as a motorcycle with three or more wheels.
