A proposal for the county to add a security officer on the ferry during peak periods was an agenda item at the April 11, 2008, Anderson Island Citizens Advisory Board.  After appropriate public discussion, the following motion was approved by the board:

The Anderson Island Citizens Advisory Board does not support the addition of a security officer on the ferry at this time.

Although the board recognizes that infractions to the ferry rules are occurring and the ferry crew currently has no authority to enforce the rules, the board feels that the nature and frequency of the infractions do not justify the expense of a security officer on-board the ferry at this time.  The board would however request that the county reexamine the authority granted to the ferry captain and crew while the ferry is underway and make any changes necessary to ensure the safety and well being of the ferry riders.
