Dear Mr. Rickman,

Island citizens have raised two specific concerns over the safety of pedestrians at and around the ferry loading area on Anderson Island.

The first concerns school children at and around the ferry loading area during the morning and afternoon runs in which school children are commuting.  It has been stated by many islanders that both foot and car traffic do not have enough guidance to ensure safely avoiding one another during loading and unloading of the ferry, and this is especially at issue during school commute times.  Possible solutions proposed during the AICAB discussion were: adding a crosswalk, adding a second driveway to the parking lot, taking and reviewing pictures of traffic congestion with pedestrians caught between traffic, and relocating the school bus pick-up and drop-off spot.
The second concerns drainage problems at the top of the parking area.  During this past winter, several people slipped and fell on ice that formed there, and several cars have reportedly slid on ice there as well.

The Anderson Island Citizens Advisory Board requests that the County Public Works Department do a review of both of these potentially unsafe conditions to determine, and then take, the appropriate actions.
