Looking for help and input for the 20 year plan for the library system

Children can get help from tudor.com through the Pierce County Library system.  What types of services are we looking for now and in the future.  2 things:  what is working?  What isn’t working? 

Tanner Electric Update-Jim Singer welcomes Tanner reps.  Steve Walters gives an update on the submarine cable (2.3miles long – 37 years old)  people can sign up for email alerts.  Monday they met with Sen Carrell and county emergency task force.  Tanner is looking for rate relief for Tanner members.  Waiting to see if what if any help will come to the island.  Tanner is looking for $100k/month for rate relief.  It is costing $400k/month for generators and fuel.  It is possible that it will be $1m if it runs into 2 month time frame.  The long term plan was to have dual cables.

On Saturday they started testing the cable where they think the fault is but not confirmed.  Hi-tech radar was unable to confirm where the fault lies as well as GPS.  They do feel like the cable is severed.  Most likely Monday or Tuesday they will start sound testing to determine where the fault is.  The splices will be here in approx 3 weeks and installed if the existing cable can be repaired.  

The conservation efforts are paying off.  Instead of 250 gallons of diesel – the island is using half of that.  The cost of cable replacement is estimated at $4m (most costs are incurred through the permitting process.)

The initial bill will be prorated with the First ½ at normal rate and second half at double for the first 300kwh, the rest at triple rate.  Next full month read will be: 1st 600kwh at double, after that: triple rate.  

AICAB Firearms Committee Report- Dave Jacobsen – written report given to AICAB members.  At the next meeting there will be an open forum for Firearms committee.  There has been progress on eliminating use of firearms in the parks.  No discharge of firearms or bows.  The Pierce County Sheriff and prosecuting attorney would be in charge of prosecution for violation of the above laws.  They are in the process of making arrangements with land owners, public spaces etc in how to proceed.  Big game ended December 31.

 AICAB Tidelands Committee Report-Jerry Johannes  The parks board, the quality of life committee has asked for a moratorium on shellfish farming and aqua culture activities.  

AICAB Ferry Committee Report - Jim McLean   

The ferry is running these days with few interruptions. The new reader board on the Steilacoom side will also be accessible via internet.  Will there be a hotline for people to call? The county is continuing to research parking situation in Steilacoom. The ferry committee asked for development of more friendly schedule and reverse triangulation route, i.e. Anderson Island first on 5:10 PM run when Rhododendron is providing the service. The ferry has been vandalized again with a marker in the restroom plus the seats have been slashed again. We have access to the McNeil island barge for generator fuel delivery in event Christine Anderson ferry out of service.
