AICAB Firearms Committee Report - Dave Jacobsen

Dave introduced his invited guest expert: Brian Friebel, who does legal bow hunting on the island

Coyote hunting is all that's left to be hunted here after Sunday.

Tanner Electric Update - Jim Singer

Good news lately: Tanner's plan made two weeks ago is holding so far.  Permits are all in place, splice kits are staged on barge and ready.  700' extra cable we have was injected, divers' contracts are set, boats are staged, divers will go in Monday during slack tide.  180' deep: extreme diving case.  Will splice 400' after cutting it down there.  Have forensics experts who will examine and try to determine what happened.  There's a really good chance power will be back up by April 1st.

Tanner will try to have Bob Madden read meters right away when power switches back.

Looking forward: Bonneville may lay the cable and let us pay it back in electricity rates over 40-year period.

Anderson Island Tidelands Committee Report - Jerry Johannes

Committee hasn't met since last AICAB meeting.

On-going Shorelines Mgt Act in Pierce and other Counties being developed right now.  AI's Iris Mohr is on that committee.

It's been 35 years since the last look at the act.

Sierra Club, national and local Cascade chapter, has taken a position: moratorium on public lands on aquaculture (finfish and geoducks included) until DNR can provide a scientific study showing effects of aquaculture.

Finfish farming: 30% of feed is composed of smaller fish.

Shorelines master plan is available to those who attend the meetings Pierce County Shorelines Committee, will ask islanders to attend and give testimony.

Next Shorelines Committee meeting is March 26 in the Pierce County Annex.

AICAB Ferry Committee Report - Jim McLean

Informal negotiations have been going on between County & State re: Steilacoom II lease that expires Aug 2009.

Kudos to ferry crew.

$1.3million federal stimulus money to "fix" (actually upgrade) the Christine Anderson ferry and both ferry docks (replacing platform hinges).

Fare studies are in progress for new rates to be effective Jan 1, 2010.

Delay until May 1st on surveillance cameras.

Ed noted: prior lease agreement didn't end up providing the County the expected extra money.

OLD BUSINESS:

Should AICAB recommend a safer location for the school bus stop?

(motion was tabled.  Waiting for school response)

Dick Muri said he will talk with the school before next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS: none

ISSUES FROM THE FLOOR:

Charlene Holt brought up the fact that there are 543 foreclosures on island right now, suggested we need a task force formed to deal with the County Auditor to get them to re-evaluate our properties.

Erik asked those present to raise hands if their property tax burden went up this last time (not assessed value, but payment due) and almost all hands went up to say that was true for them.
