Several residents of Anderson Island have asked the Citizen’s Advisory Board (AICAB) to approach local school officials regarding two concerns.  The first is an attempt to resolve a potential safety issue involving school bus parking at the Anderson Island ferry landing. The second concern is the continued use of an oversized bus for transporting students on the ferry.  

The current location used by the bus to load and unload students at the landing is on the East side of Villa Beach Road just South of the ferry loading ramp.  Villa Beach Road is very narrow and does not meet current county standards. It has essentially no shoulders; therefore, any vehicle parking there partially obstructs traffic turning onto the road from either the ferry ramp or Yoman Road.  
The use of the large bus to transport only two or three students on the ferry does not appear to be economical and the oversize bus takes up several vehicle spaces on the ferry.
The AICAB placed the discussion of this situation on the agenda back in December 2008, and it has been tabled at each monthly meeting thereafter since no one from the school system has been available to hear proposals from those concerned.  This item will again be on the AICAB agenda on April 10, and it would be appreciated if someone from the school system would attend the meeting to hear the concerns and potentially arrive at a better solution.  The meeting will be held at 7pm in the island community clubhouse on Yoman Road.
We look forward to resolving this issue as soon as possible. Thank you for your consideration of this matter.
