AICAB GENERAL MEETING MINUTES
April 9, 2010 @ Anderson Island Community Clubhouse

(AICAB Approved)
Present:  Dr. Charlene Holt, Dave Jacobsen, Anthony Tognazzini, Diane Avey, Dave Buchert.  Absent: Joe Howells, David McGoldrick, Jim McLean, Ed Stephenson.  One position is vacant.   Andrea Jacobsen served as recording secretary for the meeting.
Call to Order and Verification of Quorum: The meeting was called to order by Chair Dave Jacobsen at 7:33 P.M.  A quorum is was not present at 7:00 P.M., so the Tanner Electric public forum presentation was presented.  A quorum was declared when Anthony Tognazzini arrived at the conclusion of the Tanner presentation.  It was moved, seconded and unanimously approved to excuse Joe Howells, David McGoldrick, and Jim McLean from the meeting.
Adoption of Agenda:  It was moved, seconded and unanimously agreed to adopt the proposed meeting agenda as printed.

Approval of March 12, 2010 Meeting Minutes:  It was moved, seconded and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the March 12, 2010 AICAB meeting as printed.
Public Forums:  
Tanner Electric Cable Replacement Status Update:  Rich Kent, Engineer; Jim Singer, Tanner Board Member; Jim Morris, Tanner Board President.
Rich Kent distributed the Tanner Project Schedule and spoke on the progress of the cable replacement.  Bonneville has declined to assist Tanner with financing, so this project will be self-funded and directed.  Engineer Bob Schneider has been hired for the project as a cable expert, as well as Real Estate expert, Jerry Cranny.  Mr. Cranny’s job will be to assist Tanner in getting cooperation of homeowners and business that will be impacted by the cable replacement.  
Thurston County has taken the lead in the permit process for the project.  A permitting assistant representing Thurston County has been assigned to work with Tanner on the process.  DNR and Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife are also involved in the project.  There has been an issue with Fish and Wildlife not wanting to grant an additional easement for the cable, but the current easement has been deemed to provide sufficient area.

The Request for Proposals for the cable supplier is open until the end of April, at which time Tanner will select from the bids.  There will be two firms working on the actual installation of the cable.

At this time, the project is still on schedule for completion in October, 2010.  Staying on schedule is imperative, due to the limitations on construction from February through May due to weather and the eel grass impact.  

The bids are being requested both with and without a companion fiber optic cable.  CenturyTel has expressed interested in leasing fiber optic capacity and Tanner believes there would be a benefit for its communication purposes as well.  Tanner will be holding its Annual Meeting in May.

Reports to the Board:
Treasurers Report by Dave Buchert:  After paying the February, March, April rent, the current balance in the AICAB account is $515.45.  Expenses are reimbursed by Pierce County through Councilman Muri.
Ferry System Status Report by Jim McLean:  Jim McLean is not in attendance, so Dave Jacobsen presented. The only official complaint with the current ferry situation is that the vending machines are not being stocked timely.  The Christine Anderson has completed dry dock and is now being moved to Everett for the in water fitting. The Wednesday fuel run has caused a problem for Ketron residents with the loss of one of only three daily runs to that island. The Wednesday fuel run schedule will now allow for an extra mid-day Ketron run.  This will not be passage for Anderson Island residents.   
Unfinished Business:
Criminal Activity by Anthony Tognazzini:  There has only been one reported break-in since last month’s report.  There is one person currently incarcerated in relation to the burglaries on the island.  The Sheriff’s Department has stated that the investigation is on-going.  There is an increase in vandalism on the island.  This includes the breaking of a window at the store, damage to reader boards, driving on the park fields, knocking down signs, and destruction of mailboxes.  

Proposed Revisions to the AICAB Bylaws:  It is proposed to change the language of Article IV in relation to when the Treasurer shall prepare the year-end report for the closing fiscal year.  It is proposed to change “September” to “December” to be consistent with the County’s fiscal year.
It is proposed to change the language of Article IX relating to the Amendments of By-Laws.  The proposal is to  change the “majority” for purpose of approving by-law changes from 60% of “members present” to over 50% of the entire “AICAB membership.”  The final proposed change is to shorten the days from thirty (30) to twenty-eight (28) that a proposed amendment to a by-law must be before the AICAB for consideration before it can be voted on to better coincide with the AICAB meeting schedule.
It was moved, seconded and unanimously agreed to approve the proposed by-law changes as presented.

School Bus Parking Plan Status by Dave Jacobsen:  The changes for school bus parking at the ferry are in engineering with Pierce County, with projected construction completion before the beginning of the 2010-2011 school year.  A bus turnout will be created on Yoman Road, alongside the existing parking lot.  A new driveway will be added at the top of the parking lot.  Drainage and planting are being added to correct the seepage of rain water across the parking lot.  Crosswalks will also be painted across the parking lot entrance drive and Villa Beach Road. 

Ferry Parking Lot Signage: Five improperly licensed/registered vehicles were recently removed from the Anderson Island ferry parking lot by the Sheriff’s Department.  The Sheriff’s Department requested the Pierce County Ferry System (who owns the lot) install signage to support enforcement of illegally parked vehicles.  Pierce County Ferry System is reviewing recommendations prepared by the Volunteer Island Patrol to include requirements that vehicles must be licensed/registered and operable, and that parking be for ferry related use only, restricted to defined stalls, and generally limited to 72 hours. This will be brought back to AICAB  after the County reviews the recommendations.
Nisqually Aquatic Reserve Committee Appointment Status:  At last month’s AICAB meeting an update on the Nisqually Aquatic Reserve was presented.  AICAB directed its Chair to request the addition of one more Island resident to the planning committee.   The recommendation was sent to Daniel Hull of the Nisqually Nature Center which proposed the reserve.  Daniel advised Dave Jacobsen that the existing planning committee members felt the addition of another member would be disruptive this far into the process, but indicated he would sent the request to the DNR for a decision.  Dave Jacobsen received a letter back from Kyle Murphy at DNR who felt that adding another member to the committee is not appropriate at this point.  There are currently two Anderson Island residents on the planning committee.  The final two meetings are planned for the second Friday in May and the second Friday in July.  Carol Pascal stated that the meeting planned for May would likely be rescheduled and there is a possibility of the July meeting being held on Anderson Island.  
Proposed Pierce Transit Bus Route Changes:  Pierce Transit is projecting a $60 million revenue shortfall for 2011.  Due to this, they have developed three possible plans to restructure their services based on different revenue strategies (e.g. tax increases).   This includes both changes and eliminations.  An elimination that will impact residents of Anderson Island is the 212 route, which is the bus that picks up from the Steilacoom dock.  Because of the impact of Anderson Island residents, it was moved, seconded, and unanimously approved to direct the Chair to advise Pierce transit of the Island communities concerns, and to work with other public officials to get Pierce transit to reconsider the total elimination of route 212.  
New Business:  
Coyote Attacks:  There have been a few reported coyote attacks against domestic pets, one in which a dog was killed.  There is some question about what to do in this situation.  It was advised that killing a coyote in defense of one self, property, or pets was in no way illegal.  However, if people want to hunt coyotes, a valid small game license is required and firearms regulations must be followed.  Also, night hunting is not allowed, nor are hunting dogs.  The Department of Fish and Wildlife is no longer able to trap coyotes because of changes in State law.  They recommend hiring a professional (certified) coyote hunter if local measures are not affective.    
Bird Watching Article:  A bird watching group came out to the Island and had their experience and pictures published.  They paid special attention to the ferry dock and Andy’s Park.  Charlene shared a copy of the article.
Issues and Comments from the Floor:  

Carol Pascal presented the Anderson Island Parks & Recreation District’s Long Term Plan.  The plan outlines the goals, inventory, and objectives for the many parks on Anderson Island.  It was noted that Parks & Recreation is currently pursuing the possible purchase Jacob’s Point (at Oro Bay).  This is 78 acres of woodlands with saltwater frontage, but is not easily developed.  It is an excellent conservation site, according to Carol, but the ground will not perk, so it likely could not support camps or other recreational projects.  
Announcements and Adjournment:
Pierce County Emergency Services will be coming out to the May AICAB meeting to do an Emergency Preparedness Program for Anderson Island.
The meeting was adjourned by unanimous vote of the membership at 8:35 P.M.
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
