AICAB GENERAL MEETING MINUTES
July 9, 2010 @ Anderson Island Community Clubhouse
(AICAB Approved)

Present:  Dr. Charlene Holt, Jim Mclean, Richard Sullivan, Anthony Tognazzini, Ed Stephenson, Dave Jacobsen, David McGoldrick, Joe Howells.

Absent and Excused: Diane Avey.  One AICAB position (Fire District) is currently vacant.  Andrea Jacobsen served as recording secretary for the meeting.

Call to Order and Verification of Quorum: A quorum was confirmed and the meeting was called to order by the Chair at 7:02 P.M.  It was moved, seconded and unanimously approved to excuse Diane Avey from the meeting.

Adoption of Agenda:  It was moved, seconded and unanimously agreed to adopt the proposed meeting agenda as printed.

Approval of Meeting Minutes:  It was moved, seconded and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2010 AICAB meeting as printed.

Unfinished Business:

School Bus Parking Plan Status by Dave Jacobsen:  The original plan to add a school bus turnout along Yoman Road has been modified.  The grade of the parking lot and sidewalk is different than that of Yoman Road, which would result in the need for a substantial retaining wall.  The retaining wall would be a very expensive project, so the county has come back with a new plan that brings the school bus into the existing parking lot for loading and unloading.  Some planters would be removed to give room for the busses.  The one downside would be the loss of 3 or 4 parking spots.  This change would save over $100,000 in cost.  The revised plan still provides for improved drainage at the top of the parking lot, a new upper driveway, and marked crosswalks.  The School District is negotiating with the county at this time on the project.  The goal is still to have the project mostly completed by next school year.

The dumpster at the top of the lot has become a concern for the County.  Pierce County Solid Waste Department is looking at either replacing the dumpster with a covered and enclosed unit or requiring it be moved due to the risk of contaminated runoff from rain infiltration as well as ongoing misuse by placing hazardous substances in it.  

New Business:  

A.I. Park & Recreation District Riparian Protection Plan:  Rick Anderson, Secretary of the AI Park & Recreation District’s Board of Commissioners, shared the new Riparian Protection Plan addendum to the District’s Comprehensive Plan.  Through grants, the Park Board has an opportunity to acquire Jacob’s Point, a 76 acre parcel with 3200 feet of shoreline.  Under the goal of “riparian zone protection”, this acquisition is eligible for a grant from the State of Washington.  One requirement for the grant is to have a formal Riparian Protection Plan having four elements:  Education (e.g. interpretive signs), Policies (e.g. prohibition of hunting, fishing, motorized vehicles, use of firearms, access after dark, etc.), Inspections (e.g. regular monitoring), and Intervention (as needed).  

Copies of the addendum were provided to the AICAB members and audience.  The addendum will be posted on the website at andersonislandparks.org soon. The Park & Recreation District Board is seeking the endorsement of AICAB, as AICAB had previously endorsed the Comprehensive Plan as being consistent and in concert with other Island plans and interests.

A motion to endorse the riparian protection plan addendum to the Comprehensive Plan was made, seconded, and passed unanimously.    
    
Proposed Glacier Gravel Permit Changes presented by David McGoldrick: In 1992 Glacier Sand and Gravel made an application to open a gravel mining operation in DuPont.  With cooperation between Glacier and several environmental organizations, including the Anderson Island Quality of Life Committee, the application was approved with conditions to protect against the negative impacts of gravel mining operations.  Noise, interruption of ferry service, and aesthetics were of concern at the time.  As of this time, neither noise nor ferry service interruptions have been problems.  So far, the aesthetics of the banks and uplands of the Sound where the operation is located has been well preserved.  

Glacier is now proposing an amendment to the original plan to allow mining below the ground water level and to expand the operation in a southerly direction.  Ground water would be captured, cleaned and pumped up to a body of fresh water that feeds Sequalish Creek.  A primary concern of the organizations involved has been the preservation and enhancement Sequalish Creek.   

The Anderson Island Quality of Life Committee is asking AICAB and AI residents what concerns they might have.  One concern is the possible effect on any aquifer that serves the Island’s water needs.  Studies are being conducted at this time, but the possible impacts are yet unknown.  AICAB asked for periodic updates on this matter.

Issues and Comments from the Floor:  

No issues or concerns were brought before the Board from the floor.

Announcements and Adjournment:

A Family History Seminar will be held July 12 at 10AM at the AICC.  

There will be no AICAB meeting in August.  In its place there will be an Emergency Preparedness and Safety Fair at the Firehouse.  Saturday, August 14 at 10AM to 4PM.

The Proposed Nisqually Aquatic Reserve Planning Committee will be meeting at the AICC on Friday, July 16 from 930AM to noon.  The meeting is open to the public.  

Julie Anderson, Pierce County Auditor will be here for the September AICAB meeting to talk about vehicle and vessel licensing, public records, animal control and elections.

The meeting was adjourned by unanimous consent of the membership at 8:02 P.M.
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
