Island Funding Requests Approved by County

The Anderson Island Citizens’ Advisory Board extends its thanks and appreciation to County Councilman Dick Muri for his dedication and support to Anderson Island as reflected in the generous allocation of funding for Anderson Island projects in 2006.  Pierce County District Six represents 107,000 citizens, of which the population of Anderson Island comprises between 1 and 2% of the District.  Councilman Muri secured funding for 2006 miscellaneous projects for District Six in the total amount of $150,000.
