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The July meeting of the Citizens’ Advisory Board was highly productive with agreement reached regarding a temporary solution for the LeMay dumpster removal at the ferry landing.  Due to the efforts of Dick Muri and his assistant Leslie Swalley, Norm LeMay, owner of LeMay Enterprises and Rick Johnston, Pierce County Solid Waste Analyst were able to participate in this meeting with only two days advance notice.   Following discussion Norm LeMay announced that LeMay Enterprises will temporarily situate a dumpster at the top of the ferry parking lot, until a permanent location is established through negotiations between LeMay Enterprises, Land Recovery Inc. (LRI), Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (WUTC) and Pierce County.  On July 14th, just two days following the AICAB meeting, a dumpster (30 yard capacity, approximately four times larger than the one previously located at the ferry landing) arrived on the 7:00 a.m. ferry and was deposited in it’s temporary location at the top of the ferry parking lot.  Thank you Dick and Leslie for making this possible!

In follow-up to the previous AICAB issue regarding dangerous and negligent operation of watercraft on Lake Florence, status reports were received from Lake Florence property owners and watercraft operators.  All expressed their appreciation to the AICAB for the noticeable improvement in boating activities on the lake, resulting from the actions set forth at the April AICAB meeting.  Additional issues on the agenda included alternate locations for ferry ticket sales due to increasing inaccessibility to the ticket office on the Steilacoom dock, possible future installation of a webcam (to monitor length of ferry line), and telephone at the Anderson Island ferry landing, and discussion relating to law enforcement/Crime Task Force operations on the island.

We are pleased to announce the County Council’s confirmation of Chuck Hinds (A.I. Parks and Recreation District) to the AICAB.  Welcome aboard Chuck!  With much regret we report the resignation of Tom Stephenson, (A.I. Community Club) due to a long-term overseas employment assignment.  Tom’s influence and contributions have been significant, and he will most certainly be missed.  The Community Club is currently working to fill this position.
