Update: Lake Josephine Watercraft, Lake Florence Swimming Hole and AICAB Minutes

During the course of AICAB work sessions focusing on watercraft operations on Lake Florence, it was discovered that there was no County ordinance in effect prohibiting watercraft with internal combustion engines on the waters of Lake Josephine.  As a result of AICAB’s proposal to the County, supported by Dick Muri’s sponsorship, the Pierce County Council approved the following amendment to the County Code on August 2, 2005. 

ORDINANCE NO. 2005-32, AN ORDINANCE OF THE PIERCE COUNTY COUNCIL AMENDING SECTION 8.88.480 OF THE PIERCE COUNTY CODE TO PROHIBIT THE OPERATION OF VESSELS POWERED BY INTERNAL COMBUSTION ENGINES ON THE WATERS OF LAKE JOSEPHINE

The AICAB has agreed to present a funding request to the County for construction of restrooms at the Old Swimming Hole on Lake Florence.  Should such funding be approved by the County Council, funds will be directed to the attention of the Anderson Island Parks & Recreation Board.
